17:45-18:30 The pandemic has not only changed the economic landscape of the modern world but has also
Auditorium  furthered negative aspects of the geopolitical situation. The operational crisis of the largest international
organizations, such as the UN, the WHO, and the WTO actually left countries without any support by
universally recognized intergovernmental associations in their fight against the pandemic. Some
countries have managed to develop their own vaccines relatively fast while most states remained
dependent on the supply of these vaccines and their international recognition.
In place of a single international space, in which it was not possible to uniformly regulate labor, several
large regional centers are increasingly asserting themselves. The markets are open internally, yet they
are closing to external competition.
Multi-polarization of the world from the political and economic standpoints is evident.
What objectives does modern diplomacy face? What needs to be done for diplomacy to become efficient
in this modern polarized world?

For more than 50 years, neoliberalism has been shaping the economic and political life of the vast majority
of countries in the world.
